	Action

Classes will each have a class plant that the children are responsible for. This term we will grow sunflowers, next year we can have a variety of plants chosen by classes.
Competitions are set up to encourage classes. 
Plant wildflower seeds on mounds around the field and on the playground.
Lessons fitting in with PSHE and Science curriculum to teach children the importance of biodiversity.

Talk with teachers about how they have taught about biodiversity.
