	We have struggled with engagement from a high percentage of parents, not believing swimming is an important part of the curriculum. 	Comment by David Cousins [2]: Hmmmm I am sure there isn't s an ‘opt out’ to the NC ‘because parents don’t value it’?

Mel - what is the school doing, as I am not sure we can accept optional engagement in other NC subjects spreading, for example RE or the RSE elements of the Science curriculum for example.

The LGB needs to support you and Chris in ensuring parents are aware that there is no opt out to the National Curriculum.
This number would have been much lower had we not hired a pop-up pool to top up the swimming in Y6. Improvement overall was high with a number of children just missing out on 25m.

Long term we hope to continue to hire a pop-up pool and these numbers will continue to grow.
