Leading Collective Worship in your Key Stage/Class:  some ideas 
This extract from our policy should guide your practiceCollective worship is a time where we all gather together, rejoicing in our diversity but rooted in the word of God. It will often include:
• Opening and closing liturgies; prayers we can choose to say amen to;  Prayers and blessings we join in with e.g. the Grace, the Lord’s prayer etc
• Stories that are linked to our core values, often based on the Bible, sometimes based on lives of Christians, occasionally informed by other faiths.
• talks which further explore and aid understanding of the story or value, making it applicable to our own lives.
• Community singing to develop sense of belonging and enjoyment, to praise God and share Biblical truths.
• Silence and music, both used for preparation for worship and personal reflection
• Games/Visual stimuli are used to involve children, to engage interest, and make relevant the value or Biblical message.
• Candles to help create a church-like atmosphere and for spiritual focus. Use items from your year group Collective worship box. 
• Other creative opportunities to respond such as drama, poetry, art...
• Responsive readings and sayings that invite all to participate
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
